Deployment at the CRC

What to expect 

Welcome to the Continental United States (CONUS) Replacement Center at Fort Benning, Georgia, known as the CRC. The CRC falls under the operational control of the 11th Infantry Regiment, Garrison Commander. The CRC's mission is to receive and process individual non-unit related personnel (NRPs), civilians and units for deployment to and re-deployment from the theaters of operations.

Since December 1995, the CRC has supported operations, which have personnel in Germany, Italy, United Kingdom, Spain, Bosnia, Croatia, the Former Republic of Yugoslavia, Hungary, Kuwait, Greece and other countries. 

Personnel processed include military members of all services (Army, Air Force, Navy, Marines) and components (Active, Reserve, National Guard), civilians (contractors, Department of Defense, Army and Air Force Exchange Service, Red Cross, etc), and Army units (Reserve Component). 

The CRC mobilization support system has evolved from the overseas replacement operations depot soldier processing that was conducted during World Wars I and II and from the directed deployment processing conducted during the Korean War, Vietnam Conflict and Desert Storm.

Facilities
The CRC is in the Harmony Church area of Fort Benning, a few miles away from the main post. The compound consists of 13 single story cinder block buildings - a battalion headquarters, three company headquarters, a dining facility, weight room, a recreation room – "The Retreat", and eight billets. Each billet has two wings with each wing having 11 rooms and a latrine. Nine of these rooms house four personnel and two rooms house one person (usually reserved for O-5 and above and E-9 when space is available). Some rooms are also used for storage and office space due to the lack of additional facilities.

The CRC conducts weekly After Action Reviews and uses critique sheets with processing personnel to continue to improve the operation and the quality of life. Quality of life is a high priority and the CRC, along with Fort Benning, continue efforts to improve the facilities at the CRC.

Since CRC’s arrival at the 4700 area, telephone booths have increased with the addition of a phone bank, plus telephones in the Dayroom. The Dayroom and individual companies have machines that sell soda and snacks. Co-located with the CRC is a PX in Building 4711B, which has food, drinks, miscellaneous items and military items for sale. Bring cash, a credit card or your checkbook.

Renovations include improving billets’ rooms, heating, and plumbing; increasing area drainage and beautification; increasing safety with more hand rails accompanying steep stairs and additional night lighting in the compound; doubling the number of washers & dryers available; and upgrading "The Retreat" (The Dayroom), an area with a large screen television (TV), a regular sized TV for watching videos, two pool tables, a bumper pool table, vending machines, a microwave, a phone room, and a reading & writing room. Other activities include board games, video games, up to 7 Web TV’s. A small gym is located inside a part of BLDG 4701A. In the rooms there are freeweights, 2 each stationary bicycles and stairsteppers, dumbbell rack, a standing weight rack, and up to 9 Cybex machines.

Reporting Information 
· Inprocessing begins on Sunday at 1100. 

· All individuals arriving by air should arrive at Columbus Airport NLT 1700 on Sunday. (suggested) 

· Once you have arrived at the Columbus Airport, report to the Military Liaison located near the baggage claim. The NCO on duty will arrange for transportation to Fort Benning. 

· NO RENTAL or PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLES are allowed while processing at the IDS. 

· After-hours, individuals report to Building 4713 in the Harmony Church area of Fort Benning, S-1/SDNCO office for sign-in, issue of room and linen. 

· Only the commander can authorize a pass while at the IDS. 

· NO dependents are authorized at the IDS during INPROCESSING. 
Only authorized or mission-essential equipment should be brought to the IDS. Individuals are limited to two duffel bags, one suitcase and a carry-on bag. All excess baggage (order must state "SM authorized excess baggage") will be shipped back to the home station at the individual's expense.

DIRECTIONS TO CRC

Movement
Personnel arriving at or departing from the CRC use Lawson Army Airfield (LAAF) on Fort Benning, the local airport in Columbus (CSG) Hartsfield International Airport in Atlanta (ATL).

Upon arrival (deployment or re-deployment) at airport (Columbus or Atlanta), personnel check in with the military liaison who will direct them to ground transportation (contract carrier) to the CRC. If the military liaison or contract carrier is not available, contact the CRC at numbers below. Fort Benning will arrange transportation for personnel arriving at LAAF.

Two baggage concerns face personnel processing through the CRC, excess and late baggage. Deployment orders cover excess baggage requirements. Bags are often late when using commuter (puddle-jumper) airlines from Atlanta to Columbus. The CRC tracks the bags through the airlines and returns them to the owner. The CRC suggests personnel bring no less than (NLT) one complete uniform, towel and toiletries in their carry-on bags to minimize inconvenience due to late bags.

Upon arrival at the company, the company assigns cadre and establishes student chains of command. These designated personnel pass out information, monitor attendance of training, answer all inquiries, and take care of special needs for their assigned personnel.

The CRC clears personnel for deployment by signing off on a deployment packet, which also serves as a tracking mechanism for administrative, medical and training requirements. Personnel deploy with the packet.

If a deploying person misses training or is not qualified with a weapon, he or she becomes non-deployable until he or she makes up the training. Weekly training is set up for everyone in mind, not to meet individual (or unit) requirements beyond the footprint. Accomplish your individual requirements prior to arrival at the CRC or coordinate to do them once in OCONUS. Making up training usually takes at least another week because of the tight footprint, weekly training, and the inability to reschedule training on short notice. The CRC has had several people fire more than ten times (within a week) to qualify. Once training is made up, CRC reschedules a flight out for the person.

Transportation to the airport from the CRC varies from government vans to commercial vans and busses. A baggage truck carries additional bags (beyond carry-on) to the airport.

Personnel may deploy from the CRC with four duffel bags and one carry-on item. Footlockers MAY NOT be used in lieu of duffel bags. Other items beyond the designated size and quantity (boxes, etc) may not deploy with the individual and may be sent back to home station.

Carry-on bags must fit into a space which is approximately 22"L x 14"H x 9"W. Bags larger than that might not be accepted as carry-on bags.

Readiness and Individual Deployment Checklist

Medical Screening Requirements and Requirements

Medical readiness processing is a high priority at the CRC.  The goal is to accomplish medical inprocessing efficiently, expeditiously and professionally. 

Areas of Concentration include:

1. Medical Records Screen – Physicals (within last 5 years), HIV/DNA Collection/Blood Type, Profiles, Theater Immunizations, Allergy Tags

2. Laboratory – HIV (Hard copy negative results within the last 6 months), DNA Collection on file, Blood Type on File, HCG (Pregnancy Test) All Females

3. Dental – Screen Record for Panograph, Screen for Class 3/4 

4. Optometry – Vision screen if soldier or civilian wears glasses, Prescriptions recorded, Mask inserts/glasses ordered

5. Immunizations – Screen current immunization record, provide Theater specific immunizations

6. Medical Officer Review – (1) Profiles. All temporary profiles evaluated for disqualification, all P3s and P4s are disqualified unless cleared by MMRB, no MMRB are performed here

7. Physical Examinations – Conducted at Building 323 Main Post, Females in morning and Males in afternoon, Basic Deployment Physical, Blood Draw, Urinalysis and Chest Xray.

CIPROFLOXIN 500MG TABS (6 per individual) (maintained by supporting medical element). 

PYRIDOSTIGMINE BROMIDE (PB) TABS (1 blister pack of 21 tablets per individual) (pre-positioned or maintained by supporting medical element-individual issue is not authorized until directed). 

CANA AUTOINJECTOR (1 per individual) pre-positioned or maintained by supporting medical element-individual issue is not authorized until directed). POC IS LTC CARL CURLING DSN 761-8185. POC for release of shipments is MAJ LOONEY or MS TAMMY DUNDUS DSN 343-7451.

(b) VECTOR CONTROL ITEMS: 

INSECT REPELLENT, CLOTHING TREATMENT (PERMETHRIN), NSN 6840-01278-1336,

Personnel & Training Requirements

1. Civilian weapons familiarization training. All civilians, regardless of their classification will be provided the opportunity to familiarize with a 9mm. Weapons (9mm only) will only be issued to civilians for personal protection if required by the CINC. Civilians may refuse to carry a weapon even if authorized.

2. Lautenberg Amendment. Military personnel. Commanders (including reserve component) will comply with the provisions stated in the ALARACT message 009/98, DTG 151100zjan98, Subject: HQDA message on interim implementation of Lautenberg Amendment

3. Theater specific training. All military and civilian personnel deployed to the AOR for more than 15 days are required to receive the following training: cultural aspects of the countries they will be working in; rules of engagement; level one anti-terrorism measures for self-protection, foreign intelligence and terrorism threat and their responsibilities to report such information to designated/appropriate authorities (IAW CCR 381-14); BW/CW personal protective measures; medical threat and medical self-aid/buddy care. Training can be either classroom instruction or required reading prior to traveling the AOR. All personnel traveling to the AOR, for any length of time, will receive level one anti-terrorism/force protection training, with CENTCOM specific update, prior to travel.

4.  All deploying personnel should be briefed by preventive medicine or other medical personnel on the medical threat, proper sanitation and hygiene, and personal preventive medicine measures to counter the threat.

(a) Rabies is endemic throughout the CENTCOM AOR. Contact with local animals will be avoided. No pets or mascots will be kept.

(b) All water (including ice) is considered non-potable until tested and approved by properly trained medical personnel

(c) no bulk food sources will be utilized unless inspected and approved by u.s. military preventative medical or veterinary
